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Queensland Dairyfarmers’ Industry Relief Fund Guidelines
The Queensland Dairyfarmers’ Organisation Ltd following the recent natural disasters which affected our state was overwhelmed with offers of assistance from current and former dairy farmers, processors, corporate entities and the general public across Australia, with many indicating that they wanted to directly support dairy farmers and their families who had been impacted by these disasters. 

Unfortunately existing public relief funds could not guarantee that 100% of donations received could be directed specifically to the dairy farming community and as such the QDO State Council agreed to establish a fund to do just that. 

With the recent generous support from a number of processors, a range of other industry stakeholders and Woolworths who provided 5 cents per litre from ALL white milk sold through their supermarkets for the two week period from 6th to 19th February the fund has now exceeded $1.4 million. The QDO is now able to put this money to good use and as such the QDO is seeking applications from natural disaster affected dairy farmers to enable us to distribute this money to assist those in need and to aid their recovery. 

Applicants can apply in writing, for grants up to a maximum amount determined by the Queensland Dairyfarmers’ Industry Relief Fund committee which includes an independent representative. All licensed dairyfarmers in Queensland, irrespective of whether or not they are QDO members, who are accredited by SafeFood and can supply a current accreditation number are eligible to apply. The provision of these grant funds is aimed to assist affected dairy farmers with the adverse economic impacts not covered by insurance or other grant assistance and for reconstruction and repair costs in the areas outlined on the application form.

The Queensland Dairyfarmers’ Industry Relief Fund is licensed by the Queensland Government and is authorised to raise funds for dairy farming enterprises in Queensland under Certificate of Sanction # CP5464 issued by the Office of Fair Trading, and under the terms of this license is required to furnish to the Department an independently audited statement of receipts and payments within four weeks of the closing date of the appeal.

· Applications will only be accepted on the application form provided, such applications must be completed in full and certified by the dairy license holder or authorised representative,

· Only one application will be accepted for each dairy farming enterprise in the first distribution round,
· Where applicants have indicated an impacted category with a “tick” then the corresponding $ value for damage in that category MUST be entered otherwise it will not count toward funding entitlements. In the case of enterprises which operate across a number of industries, only the direct damage relating to the dairy enterprise should be included, unless the farm provides a commodity to the dairy enterprise, eg silage or fodder,

· Amounts of grant funding paid to applicants will be determined on levels of funding donations and amount of applications received.,

· The Executive committee of the Queensland Dairyfarmers’ Industry Relief Fund which includes an independent representative, will have the final determination on assessing the applications and the amounts paid,

· Applications for funding will be accepted up until the time available funds are fully allocated or 5pm Friday 18th March 2011 whichever comes first,

· The Executive Committee of the Queensland Dairyfarmers’ Industry Relief Fund reserves the right to accept applications after or subsequent to the nominal closing date in the event that the fund is undersubscribed or seek further applications with a revised closing date,

· The Executive Committee of the Queensland Dairyfarmers’ Industry Relief Fund is authorised by the applicant to seek further information to enable it to verify the claims of damage made in the application, where such information provided is found to be false or misleading it may, at its discretion reduce the amount of grant funds provided or decline the application entirely,
